Choosing the right power
for your electricity supply

Electricity power supply is measured in kVA (kilo-volt-amps)
and determines the capacity of your system to feed in the same time
all the electrical appliances in your home.

To ascertain the power level you require simply add up the maximum
power requirements of all your appliances that will be switched on at
the same time.

Every power demand has a corresponding circuit breaker trip rating
which is measured in amps.
